One letter MUST be from a school
official (principal, counselor, teacher, etc.). The other letter may be from a
minister, coach, employer, or any person with significant knowledge of the
applicant. RRHA staff members are not eligible to provide letters of
reference.

Scholarship recipients must be FULL-TIME students who are pursuing a degree
and have been accepted to, or are attending an accredited college, university or
an accredited business school.

Scholarship money will be sent directly from the City of Roanoke Redevelopment
and Housing Authority to the school. Eligible uses of funds include: tuition, books,
supplies, fees and study aids.
